The Boundary Waters Canoe Area Wilderness is an extensive

area of waterways with campsites and portages that will be the

focus of our fishing excursions.

We will camp along the shores and try our hand at

catching the various fish that can be found in these beautiful lakes.

HERE’S WHAT TO EXPECT:
We will begin our journey by travelling as a group up the
Gunflint Trail to East Bearskin Lake where we will learn how to
pack a Duluth Pack and paddle a canoe (if you already have
these skills, great!). The group will then get into the
wilderness and use the lakes and portage trails to find spots
where maybe the walleyes are “stacked up like cordwood”.

We will be departing from the main entrance to Lake Superior
Hall at 9am on August 29.

Equipment

On this trip the weather may vary from hot and sunny with a high of 70 degrees to cold, rainy, and windy
and in the 40 degree range. Plan your clothing items so they can be worn over each other in layers.
During the coldest possible weather, you may be wearing nearly all of your layers.

YOU NEED TO BRING:

e Heavy duty garbage bags

e Sleeping pad (closed cell foam or Therma-rest style)

e Sleeping bag (rated to 20 degrees F) in a stuff sack

e 2 Pair pants (wool, nylon, supplex, or light cotton)

e 2 Piece rain-suit of durable material

Pair light tennis shoes for camp use

Pair long underwear (no cotton)

Pair shoes or boots which may get wet in the canoe

Pair underwear

Pair wool socks

Small towel

Long sleeved shirt

T-shirts

Pair shorts and 1 swimsuit

Heavy sweater

e 1 Lightweight jacket

e Fishing gear (pole, reel, line) and valid Minnesota Fishing License

e Small tackle box for your lures. Focus on lures for bass, walleye,
northern, and lake trout.

e Toiletries: Toothbrush/paste, Soap in plastic bag

e Sunglasses with safety strap

e Gloves or mittens and a winter hat

e Pocket knife

e Sunscreen lotion

e Baseball style or wide-brim hat for sun protection

¢ Insect repellant

e Spare prescription glasses with safety strap

e Unbreakable eating utensils (plate, cup, bowl, k,f,s)

e Flashlight w/ fresh batteries

e 1 quart unbreakable plastic water bottle

EQUIPMENT TIPS:

e Fleece and wool are great
insulators — they even
work when wet.

e Quality rain gear really
helps you enjoy inclement
weather.

e Long underwear should be
a synthetic material, not
cotton. If you don’t have
any, most outdoor stores
have appropriate supplies.

e Wool socks work best
because they are durable
and warm.
